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Weather conditions vary daily and 
seasonally.

An object’s shadow is related to the relative 
position of the object to a light source.

Materials can be classified as solid, liquid or
gas based on their observable properties.

Materials have properties that can be identified 
and described through the use of simple tests.

Earth materials provide resources for all living 
things, but these resources are limited.

Water has a major role in shaping the Earth’s
surface.

Electrical and magnetic energy can be
transferred and transformed.

Sound is a form of energy caused and
transmitted by vibrations.

Light is a form of energy that travels in a straight 
line, but can be reflected.

Our senses enable us to perceive information 
about our environment.
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Weather is created by the interactions of
various factors such as temperature, pressure
and humidity.

Landforms are the result of the interaction of 
constructive and destructive forces over time.

An object’s inertia causes its motion to be 
constant unless it is acted upon by a force.

Energy can not be created or destroyed, 
but it can be converted from one form 
to another.

Perceiving and responding to information is 
not instantaneous and does take some time.
